ALTER EGO GRANTS

ALTER EGO has pledged its support to York University’s Film program through the gift of two in-kind grants annually, worth $3-4000 each, consisting of in-kind Color-grading services. These will be awarded to ONE fourth year production (fiction, alt, doc) and ONE grad production (1st year MFA).
CRITERIA

1.
4th year (Fiction, Documentary, Alternative) productions and Grad Productions are eligible to apply for up these in-kind grants, worth up to 6-8 hours per project for in-kind colour-grading (maximum length 15 min.).

2.
A jury of production committee members will assess applications and fine-cuts, and award grants based on: merit; the team members involved (director, DOP, editor); and the range of applications submitted. 

3.
Students will recognize the production assistance they have received by crediting Alter Ego in their production credits. This credit will read: “Colour Grading generously provided by Alter Ego”. An additional credit would credit the grader.

4. 
The two films will be graded in off-hours at mutually agreeable times coordinated by the filmmaker and Alter Ego.
