SIM LIGHTING & GRIP GRANTS

SIM LIGHTING & GRIP (a division of SIM INTERNATIONAL) has pledged its support to York University’s Film & Video program through the gift of in-kind grants annually, worth a total of $30,000 in in-kind equipment support:


$12,500 for eight 3rd year productions;


$12,500 for eight 4th year productions;


$5000 for two graduate student thesis films. 

CRITERIA

1.
Fiction, Documentary, Alternative productions are eligible to apply for up to $2000 per project for in-kind equipment rentals (camera/grip/lighting) for their projects. (Grads can apply for up to $2500)

2.
A jury of faculty members will assess applications and award grants based on merit and applicability of equipment request, and reflecting the range of applications submitted. Typical grants will be in the range of $1250-1500 per project -- jury may reduce your request to accommodate others.

3.
Students will be required to furnish personal identification and proof of production insurance (York’s AJG policy, as purchased through your production class) at the time of signing out the equipment.

4.
Students will recognize the production assistance they have received by crediting SIM INTERNATIONAL in their productions and thesis projects. This credit would read: “Special support from Sim International”.

INSTRUCTIONS
1. You will need to contact SIM directly to receive a quote for Lighting and Grip equipment.  Do this ASAP as there is not a lot of turnaround time to get quotes.

2. 4175 students are the only ones who can contact SIM directly for quotes.  They should be working with their DPs to put together a gear list.

3. Read Mike’s Student Grant Enquiry and Suggested Check Out document (attached to the email) closely and follow the protocol.
