SIM CAMERA GRANTS

CRITERIA

1.
3rd year, 4th year and MFA Graduate (Fiction, Documentary, Alternative) productions are eligible to apply for in-kind camera & equipment rentals (cameras and camera accessories) for their projects.

A jury of production committee members will assess applications and award grants based on merit and applicability of equipment request, and reflecting the range of applications submitted. Jury may reduce your request to accommodate others.

3.
Students will be required to furnish personal identification and proof of production insurance at the time of signing out the equipment.

4.
Students will recognize the production assistance they have received by crediting SIM International in their productions and thesis projects. This credit would read: “Special support from SIM International”.
