TECHNICOLOR GRANTS 


TECHNICOLOR has pledged its support to York University’s Film program through the gift of three in-kind grants annually, worth $1000 each, consisting of in-kind film transfer and post services for film projects that are shooting on 16mm -- one 3rd year Alt film, one 4th year Alt film and one Graduate Thesis film.
CRITERIA

1.
3rd year, 4th year and Grad films are eligible to apply for an in-kind grant for their projects (value: up to $1000 in post-services).

2.
A jury of production faculty will assess applications and fine-cuts, and award grants based on merit, the team members involved (director, DOP, editor) and the range of applications submitted. 

3.
Students will recognize the production assistance they have received by crediting Technicolor in their production credits. This credit would read: “Additional post services provided by Technicolor”.

Synopsis of project plus directors vision (300 words max).

Description of lab/post services requested, plus justification for the requests (300 words max). Note: Technicolour will work with awardees to determine best use of this in-kind grant – e.g. online support, creating sub-masters, colour grading, etc.— your application doesn’t need a specific budget or detailed description – we can work that out later.
